Transportable Precast Concrete Buildings

Site Preparation Recommendation

Summary
Midwest Precast transportable precast concrete buildings should be placed on floating foundations comprised of 4” to 6” of crushed stone that is placed in a manner to uniformly balance the loading under the floor.  The stone floating foundation should be in a well drained and graded area to prevent the retention of standing water.   

Site Preparation 
1. The Midwest Precast transportable building shall bear fully on a crushed stone base that is at least two feet larger than the outside length and width of the building (the building footprint).

2. The crushed stone shall be a minimum of 4” thick or down to firm sub grade.  The vertical soil capacity under the stone shall be compacted to have a minimum bearing of 1,500 pounds per square foot.  The stone shall be 3/8” or smaller and shall be screeded level within ¼ “in both directions.  The Stone shall be placed within a perimeter form with a flat and level top edge for screeding.  The forming material shall remain around the stone after the building is set.

3. The crushed stone base shall be kept with the confines of the soil or perimeter form.  Do not allow the base to become unconfined so that it may wash, erode, or otherwise be undermined.

4. If the building is placed on pavement or on a concrete slab, the substrate below the pavement or slab must have a vertical soil capacity of 1,500 pound per square foot.  Place crushed stone to 1” above the highest point of the area where the building will be placed and at least 1’–0” wide all around the building footprint.  Retain the stone or sand with a perimeter form to prevent the material from washing out.

5. Provide positive drainage for the fill, pad, or slab as required.

Access
Contractor shall provide a level unobstructed area large enough for a crane and a tractor-trailer to park adjacent to the pad.  The crane must be able to place its outriggers within 5’- 0” of the edge of the pad and the truck and crane must be able to get side by side under their own power.  No overhead lines may be within a 75’ radius of the center of the pad.  A minimum of 24” clearance is required between the transportable precast building and adjacent buildings.
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
